I. Resume 

This section should include information such as your name, address, 

parents’ names, etc.  Also include information about your ACT/SAT 

scores, GPA, honors and awards and any work or volunteer experience.   

 

II.  Personal Statement 

This should be at least 250 words and tell the committee who you are 

and why you want to go to college.  What are your special gifts and what 

is important to you? Where do you plan to go to college and at this 

point, what do you plan to study? Are there special circumstances in 

your family such as first-time college student, socio-economic challenges, 

etc.?  

 

III.  Letters of Recommendation 

Get at least two letters of recommendation from adults who know you 

well and can talk confidently about your gifts, determination and 

character.   

 

IV.  Copy of your completed FAFSA form.
